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The Partnership Structure

The local strategic partnership, known as the South 
Gloucestershire Partnership (SGP) was formed in June 2002 in 
order to work with the community to tackle key local issues in a 
more co-ordinated way. Members are drawn from voluntary and 
community groups, local business, the council and other public 
sector agencies. 

Each SGP member brings the interests and concerns of their 
sector to the Partnership’s work ensuring representation of all 
aspects of South Gloucestershire life. 

Membership is reviewed regularly to ensure the Partnership 
remains fit for purpose. 

The SGP has led development of the vision and priorities in the 
Sustainable Community Strategy and the Local Area Agreement 

which is derived from that Strategy. The SGP acts as a focal 
point but cannot deliver against the vision, priorities and LAA 
targets alone. Partners with specific interest and expertise are 
involved in the wider partnership structure through one of five 
strategic partnerships that are aligned to the SGP. These are 
detailed in the diagram below.

Detailed action planning for the delivery of each of the LAA 
targets has identified who, within the wider partnership, is 
responsible for the specific priorities and actions. These may be 
statutory bodies, strategic partnerships, or individual partners. 

The South Gloucestershire Partnership is currently undertaking 
a review to ensure that its membership and structure remain 
“fit for purpose”.  This review is being led by an independent 
consultant and will report to the partnership in July 2009.
